The funds will also be used to assist low-income tenants with rental payments and to help Knox County Habitat for Humanity build one home.

Assistance is available to eligible homeowners located anywhere in Knox County, however, priority will be given to residents in the Village of Bladensburg Target Area.  Attached is a detailed map of the Target Area.
