MOUNT VERNON GRANT PROGRAMS UNDERWAY
The City of Mount Vernon has been awarded a $522,000 FY 2010 Community Housing Improvement Program.  The grant will be used to assist low- to moderate income homeowners with grants and deferred forgivable loans in order to make repairs to their homes.  The funds will also be used to assist low-income tenants with rental payments and to help Knox County Habitat for Humanity build one home.

Assistance is available to eligible homeowners located anywhere in Mount Vernon, however, priority will be given to residents in the Northwest Target Area.  The Northwest Target Area is the neighborhood west of North Main Street and north of West High Street.  Attached is a detailed map of the Target Area.
In addition to the housing funds, the City is planning on applying for a Neighborhood Revitalization Grant that will provide up to $300,000 to undertake street, sidewalk, drainage and park improvements in the neighborhood.
